Supervisor Ahle opened the floor for the Boards input on the projected raises for the office staff, van driver and monitors.  Glenn Loyet expressed opposition to the suggested raises by the Supervisor due to other industries receiving only 3% increases.  Loyet also stated the office staff already has too many vacation days and paid holidays.  Kenneth Joseph stated Sodexho never gives out the percentage of raises suggested.  Gary Hursey stated he had no problem with the raises and agreed with the Supervisor on the office staff being underpaid to begin with.  Joseph Hubbard stated the Township has 3 invaluable employees and should be paid accordingly.  He also suggested the Township develop an evaluation process for next year.  Gary Hursey made a motion to accept the raises as presented by the Supervisor and seconded by Joseph Hubbard.  Roll Call.  Loyet – abstained, Hubbard – aye, Ahle – aye, Joseph – aye, and Hursey – aye.  Motion Carried.

Glenn Loyet made a motion to table the request and seconded by Kenneth Joseph.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
