YOUTH REPORT
Trustee Kenneth Joseph reported the next Youth Committee event will be on March 8th from 6 pm to 8 pm at the YMCA for a Fun Night with swimming.
AFTER PROM REPORT
Trustee Gary Hursey stated he and Supervisor Ahle had met with Mr. Dirnbeck and Jodie Bell from the High School regarding the After Prom.  The school officials agreed to include $5 in the price of the Prom tickets for the funding of the After-Prom Party.  The After-Prom Committee expects to receive approximately $5,000 from the ticket sales.  Trustee Hursey stated he had been in contact with Mayor Graham and he has agreed to put Hursey on the agenda to address the council about the City of O’Fallon contributing a larger amount financially.  Both Trustee Hursey and Supervisor Ahle will be speaking with other local officials to promote more financial assistance from the local governmental entities located within the O’Fallon Township High School District 203. The Board received the financial packets for January 2009.  Trustee Joseph Hubbard made a motion to approve the January 2009 Financial Packets and seconded by Trustee Kenneth Joseph.  Roll Call.  Loyet – aye, Hubbard – aye, Ahle – aye, Joseph – aye and Hursey – present.  Motion Carried.

A letter was received from the Southwestern Illinois Metropolitan and Regional Planning Commission (SIMAPC) requesting financial funding.  Trustee Loyet made a motion to table the request and seconded by Trustee Gary Hursey.  Roll Call.  5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.

A letter was received from the O’Fallon Veterans’ Monument, Betty Osborne, requesting funding to support their “Adopt a Veteran” project.  A motion to approve a $1,000 donation was made by Trustee Gary Hursey and seconded by Trustee Glenn Loyet. Roll Call. 5 ayes 0 nays.  Motion Carried.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
The Township has updated an agreement with the Road District to include the extension on the Rotary Wheels Van Storage Building.  The bid notice has been published in the O’Fallon Progress.  The Township will be accepting bids until 4:00 pm on Monday, March 09, 2009.  The bid opening will be on Tuesday, March 10, 2009 at 9:00 am.
Supervisor Ahle reported the Rotary Van drivers received the JO 5 endorsement on their driver’s license Saturday, February 21, 2009.  The old van is back from Terry’s Auto Body after having some of the old advertisement removed.
