Trustee Glenn Loyet reported the last Senior Committee meeting was on July 22nd, 2009.  The Committee was able to use all the tickets for the Cardinal baseball game on Saturday, July 18th.   Trustee Glenn Loyet made a motion to reappoint Vance Huller, Don Fohne and Robert Britt to the Senior Committee and seconded by Supervisor Gary Ahle.  Motion Carried. Trustee Kenneth Joseph stated they did not have a June meeting.  The Swim & Dance event was in July and their next meeting will be on August 17, 2009.

TRUSTEES REPORT

Trustee Glenn Loyet reported he had attended the Newly Elected Officials Seminar along with Jim Hursey and Dave Witter.  There will be new laws regarding the Freedom Of Information Act once they are signed by the Governor.

Trustee Gary Hursey stated he had missed the previous meeting due to having to be in Phoenix and Trustee Kenneth Joseph stated he had missed it due to an emergency on his property.  A brief discussion followed.
SUPERVISORS REPORT
Supervisor Ahle stated the Local Officials Day at the State Fair’s will be on August 15, 2009 in Springfield and on August 29, 2009 in DuQuoin beginning at 11:00 a.m.  Anyone interested in attending should contact the office for reservations.

The reimbursement from TOIRMA (Township Officials of Illinois Risk Management Association) was received in the office for the storm damage to the phone system that had occurred.
The Trustees Division has sent a letter requesting nominations for their Award for Excellence in Public Service which will be awarded at the November Conference.  The forms will be in the office if anyone is interested.
UNFINISHED BUSINESS
Supervisor Ahle stated he has received 2 proposals from Kruep Construction, Inc. regarding the back door to the office.  The 1st option would be to repair the current door at a cost of $426.00 and the 2nd option would be to replace the door and frame at a cost of $2,552.00.  Trustee Jim Hursey made a motion to replace the door and frame for $2,552.00 and seconded by Trustee Glenn Loyet.  Roll Call:  Loyet – aye; J. Hursey – aye; Ahle – aye; Joseph – aye and G. Hursey – aye.  Motion Carried.

NEW BUSINESS
The federal standard mileage rate for persons driving their own vehicle for business use had changed effective January 1, 2009 from 58.5 cents per mile to 55 cents per mile.  Anything over the federal amount would need to be reported as wages and taxed appropriately.  Supervisor Gary Ahle made a motion to change our reimbursement rate to 55 cents per mile (same as federal rate) and seconded by Trustee Jim Hursey.  Roll Call:  Loyet – aye; J. Hursey – aye; Ahle – aye; Joseph – aye and G. Hursey – aye.  Motion Carried.

The current subscription for the TOI web service program will need to be renewed.  The 2009 renewal fee is $150.00 ($12.50 per month).  Trustee Gary Hursey made a motion to approve the subscription for $150.00 and seconded by Trustee Kenneth Joseph.  Roll Call:  Loyet – aye; J. Hursey – aye; Ahle – aye; Joseph – aye and G. Hursey – aye.  Motion Carried.

The office has been having the ballasts in the current light fixtures go out.  The current fixtures have been in the office since the construction of the building in 1977.  We have received a proposal from O’Fallon Electric to replace the ballasts and lamps with new electronic ballasts and energy efficient lamps.  This would include the parts for (16) four tube light fixtures and (3) two tube lights fixtures at a cost of $1,800.00.  After a brief discussion the Board decided to get a proposal for replacing the entire fixture.  The discussion will continue after it is received.
The Financial Packets for June 2009 was presented.  Trustee Gary Hursey made a motion to approve the June 2009 Financial Packet as presented and seconded by Trustee Jim Hursey.  Roll Call:  Loyet – aye; J. Hursey – aye; Ahle – aye; Joseph – aye and G. Hursey – aye.  Motion Carried.
